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1. Introduction

· Bangladesh Society for Total Quality Management (BSTQM) continued its activities in line with its constitutional obligation after last ICQCC. Existing Executive Committee elected for a period of two years has started with strengthening the society. A long-term plan is in the process of preparation. Involvement and participation of members in the activities of the society has improved.

2. Activities since Last ICQCC

· Twelfth National Annual Quality Convention of the society was held in March 2007. Bangladesh AOTS Alumni Society and Real Estate and Housing Association of Bangladesh were the partner organizations.

· A short training course on Total Quality Management was implemented with the help of AOTS, Tokyo. Professor Naoto Sasaki was dispatched as an expert.

· A two day long workshop on application of TQM in light engineering industry was organized in which a large number of delegates participated. The program was implemented in cooperation with Bangladesh AOTS Alumni Society, Japan Bangladesh Chamber of Commerce & Industry, Japan External Trade Organisation.
· Another program on “Enhancing Export Potential of Bangladesh Leather & Leather Goods through the Application of TQM” was organized in a similar manner in June 2007. Those workshop were responded very enthusiastically by wide participation.
· Facilitators Skills Training Course has been implemented in July 2007 in association with United International University to develop facilitators to support Students Quality Circles. A large number of teachers and administrators participated in the program.

· A team of 14 teachers was dispatched to Lucknow, India for further training on Education Development Technology Program training.

· Besides, several seminars were implemented in support to promote quality in academics.

· Quarterly Newsletter “Quality” was published regularly.

3. Significant Developments in the Country
· Effort has been initiated to train civil servants on Total Quality Management. A project Effort has been initiated with the technical support of JICA to develop and implement TQM training in Bangladesh Public Administration and Training Centre.

4. Preparations for ICQCC08

· As a host organization, BSTQM started preparations for organizing ICQCC-08. It will be held in Dhaka, Bangladesh from 23 to 25 October 2008. Dhaka Sheraton Hotel is the venue of the convention. BSTQM arranged very special discounts on hotel accommodation of the foreign delegates. BSTQM website www.bstqm.org includes a chapter on ICQCC-08 which includes detail information about the convention. The theme of the convention is “QCC’s for Development”. Brochures and leaflets have been distributed.
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
